Character Area 10: Residential area

This sheet summarises the comprehensive assessments of
character and regeneration opportunities in sections 5 and 6
of the report.

Character summary

A predominantly residential area defined by its loose grid plan
form and close-set terraces. Properties step up the sloping
topography of Mount Wise. The terraces have considerable
architectural detailing with projecting bay windows, balconies,
porches and gabled dormers common features. Situated close
to the commercial core, an area of large plots, civic buildings
and car parks 1s defined. Soft landscaping is provided by the
enclosed front gardens and green spaces and street trees are
important features of the area.

Regeneration opportunities

e Major redevelopment proposals for the car park areas
on Mount Wise

The proposed redevelopment of St Michael’s Road and
Mount Wise Road car parks should take care in the siting,
scale and detailing of any new build to respect the setting of
the church, the sloping underlying topography and the
character of the surrounding area

e Streetscape maintenance and enhancement

Recognise the importance and positive contribution of
street trees and front garden planting and target important
gateways and principal routes for such enhancement

e Retain historic architectural details and front garden
enclosure

Terraces in the residential suburbs step down
the slopes of Mount Wise
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St Michael's Road and Mount
Wise car parks are designated as
regeneration sites in RBC'’s Local
Plan.
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Opportunity to maintain the integrity of the
Edwardian suburbs by retaining original
architectural details — possibly through
Conservation Area designation

Soft landscaping of the area
is important with good
survival of enclosed front
gardens and some tree-
lined roads.

The two cemeteries offer
green spaces within the

urban core.
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
