Character Area 11: Trenance Park

Character summary

The sheltered Trenance Valley provides the picturesque setting
for a ‘sub-tropical’ park with gardens, boating lake, streamside
walks and leisure and sports facilities. The Trenance railway
viaduct crosses the valley and forms the focus of some
stunning views, amid the mature trees.
